*FIRST ICE HOCKEY (3 – 8 yr olds) 
 

An introduction to the sport of ice hockey for all boys and girls.  Emphasis is placed  
on learning the basic skills of skating. Some protective equipment must be worn and  
is available through our equipment rental program.  An annual USA Hockey fee of  
$50 is charged for anyone born in 2012 or earlier.  Classes meet twice a week on  
Wednesday nights and Saturday mornings for approx. 5  weeks. Cost is $30 per  
session or $90.00 for all 4 sessions.  First session starts Wed. Sept. 11th. 
 
*MITE HOCKEY  
 

This is our 1st level of hockey.  Participants become part of a team and develop concepts 
of cooperation and sportsmanship while enhancing their basic skills of ice hockey. Pro-
tective equipment must be worn and is available through our equipment rental program.  
An annual USA Hockey fee of $50 is charged for anyone born in 2012 or earlier. Prac-
tices meet twice a week on Wednesday and Friday nights. Skaters are placed on teams 
depending on ability and some teams will travel for games.  Also volunteer hours are 
required.  Registration takes place in July  and season goes from Sept. till March. 

 
*TRAVELING YOUTH HOCKEY 
 

Teams are formed by age & ability in September.  Teams travel (mostly within 1 hr dis-
tance) to play games on the weekends.  Practice is on Tues. & Thur nights.  Volunteer 
hours are required.  Registration takes place in July  and season goes from Sept. till 
March. 
 
*SKATE WITH U.S. BASIC SKILLS &FIGURE SKATING (4 yrs to adult) 
 

  For boys and girls of all ages and abilities as well as adults to learn the skill  
  of  figure skating.  Participants advance at their own pace.  Lessons are held  
  on Monday evenings for a 5– 6 week session.  1st session starts Sept. 9th.
