All groups using our pool are supervised by camp staff who 
are lifeguard certified by the American Red Cross. Each 
camper is required to take a swim test to determine their 
swimming ability. If your child passes the swim test, they 
will wear a green wristband. If they do not pass, they are 
required to stay in the roped-off shallow end. The deepest 
part of our pool is 4 ½ feet and the shallowest area is 2 
½ feet. Lifejackets are available to use upon request. More 
pool information can be found in the Parent Handbook.

SUMMER CAMPS AT

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As part of the Maywood schedule, campers visit the Sheboygan Quarry Park once during 
the week for swimming and playing on the inflatable water structures. All campers must 
sign a quarry waiver form provided by the aquatic park. These waivers will be collected in 
the beginning of each week as needed or prior to your campers arrival. Campers are under 
the supervision of our counselors and the park staff. It is the Quarry Park’s policy that all 
individuals at the park must wear a life jacket provided by the quarry, including adults. All 
swimming & aquatics are lifeguarded by our American Red Cross trained lifeguarding staff. 

In addition to the Quarry, as part of the schedule groups may be assigned to have the 
opportunity to partake in activities in the Pigeon River and Maywood’s smaller ponds. 
These are a no swim area and campers will partake in using tubes & canoes or go on a river 
walk and river play. All water supervision in the smaller ponds & river are lifeguarded by 
certified staff. All Campers registered for a Maywood Camp is required to compete the 
Shebogyan Quarry Park Waiver Form.
